Durban is the largest city of the vast and 
varied KwaZulu Natal province of South 
Africa.

This 
has slightly taken away from its former splendor 
with large portions of the grass embankments 
being replaced by pavilions to increase the 
seating capacity to 25,000.

KINGSMEAD - DURBAN
26th - 30th December 2009
Kingsmead, officially known as Sahara Stadium, is home 
to the Natal provincial cricket team, the Dolphins.  
Extensively redeveloped in the 1980s, the 25,000-seater 
stadium, is located within walking distance of Durban’s 
famed Indian Ocean shoreline.
Kingsmead also notoriously hosted the “Timeless Test” 
played in 1939 between England and South Africa. The 
match lasted from the third to the thirteenth of March, but 
was eventually declared a draw amid concerns that the 
English team would miss its ship home!
The pitch is laid slightly below sea level and local folklore 
maintains that when the tide comes in late afternoon, the 
water table rises, offering unexpected movement to seam 
bowlers. Many batting collapses in matches in the past 
have been blamed on changes in the tide, but nobody 
has been able to prove this theory.

Durban to Hluhluwe 143 miles 
2.30 hours. Hluhluwe-Imfolozi Park 
is South Africa’s oldest wildlife 
reserve and the jewel in KwaZulu 
Natal’s crown. It’s a vast reserve, 
covering 95,000 hectares, and 
is world-famous for its work in 
conserving the white rhino, which 
now number over 2000 in this 
park. It is the best place on earth 
to see rhino, both black and 
white. The reserve is steeped in 
history. Once the private hunting 
ground  of Shaka, the famous 
Zulu king, Hluhluwe-Imfolozi Park 
was established in 1895, primarily 
to protect the white rhino, which 
even then was threatened with 
extinction. However, there are 
another 82 mammal species in 
the park, including all the Big Five. 
There are around seventy lions in 
the reserve, but they are hard to 
spot. Birds are prolific and over 
400 species have been recorded 
in the park.

Battlefield tours
The road from Empangeni on 
the coast up into the hills is very 
beautiful.

The duty of 
those who ran the Island and its 
prison was to isolate opponents 
of apartheid and to crush their 
morale. Some freedom fighters 
spent more than a quarter of a 
century in prison for their beliefs.  
Robben Island came to symbolise, 
not only for South Africa and the 
African continent, but also for 
the entire world, the triumph of 
the human spirit over enormous 
hardship and adversity.

Cape Peninsular Tour
Driving south from Cape Town you 
pass Fish Hoek and its excellent 
family beach. The next town is 
Simon’s Town, which became 
an important naval base for the 
British and is now the principal 
South African navy base. There 
are some museums here, and 
pretty, well-preserved 18th 
century streets, but its main 
attraction is the penguin colony 
just south of town at Boulders 
Beach. You can also swim here. 
From Simon’s Town, the road 
hugs the cliff-side until you enter 
the Cape Point Nature Reserve, 
about 70 km south of Cape Town. 
It occupies the whole southern 
tip of the peninsula and was 
proclaimed in 1939 to protect the 
area from resort developments. 
You should be able to spot a 
few wrecks in the waters below 
Cape Point – the most famous 
shipwreck was the first, ‘The Flying 
Dutchman’ in 1680! 

Seal Island is the only place in the world where Great White sharks consistently breach

Flights
Journey time to South Africa is approximately 12 
hours and although some airlines do operate direct 
flights into Cape Town and Durban, it is more likely 
that your flights will be via Johannesburg.  Should 
you prefer a regional airport various options are 
available.

*Please note that on domestic flights the allowance 
is usually 20kg so business & first class travelers need 
to bear this is mind when travelling around South 
Africa during the tour.

Hand luggage – one piece is permitted in-flight 
per person providing the dimensions of these items 
does not exceed a maximum length of 56cm, 
width of 45cm and depth of 25cm (including 
wheels, handles, side pockets etc).  Please note 
that airlines vary so it is worth double checking 
online before travelling.  You are only allowed 
to take small quantities of liquids in your hand 
luggage.

Accommodation
All rooms are allocated on a run of house basis 
and distributed randomly around the party by 
the hotel. Check-in time is usually 1400 hours and 
check out 1000 hrs. If you arrive earlier in the day 
the hotel will do all possible to ensure your rooms 
are ready but if the hotel is full the night before 
they will store your luggage until your rooms 
becomes available.
Please ensure that your preferred room type is 
clearly labeled on your booking form and the 
people sharing are clearly bracketed together. 
Double – 1 double bed, Twin – usually 2 singles, 
Triple - usually 2 single beds and a rollaway/sofa 
bed.

Female Travellers - Although traditionally a male 
reserve, sports travel has become more and more 
popular with female travelers and our tour parties 
include a wide age range of couples, groups of 
friends, single guys and a growing number of solo 
female travelers.

1. MAKING A BOOKING: Simply telephone us direct to check the availability of the tour/package you require. In order to make a booking you will need to sign a booking form and return this to us together with the 
appropriate deposit payment (as indicated on the brochure/web page) and insurance premium, if required. The person signing the booking form will be treated as doing so on behalf of, and with the consent of, all 
the persons for whom the booking is made and is responsible for ensuring due payment of all monies (including any insurance premiums and cancellation or amendment charges) in respect of this booking. All travel 
documentation and other information regarding the holiday will be sent to the person who has signed the booking form. Deposit and insurance premiums are non-refundable and non-transferable.

2. PAYMENT: A deposit plus insurance premium (if required) must be paid at the time of booking, an intermin payment will be required with the balance then due 10  weeks before the date of travel. If you book within 
ten weeks of departure you must pay the full price plus insurance premium at the time of booking. You may pay by cheque, bankers draft or by a credit/debit card recognised by Living With The Lions Sports Travel Ltd.. 
Credit card fees – 1.9% , Debit cards fees – no charge.  If for any reason we do not receive the balance on the due date, we reserve the right to cancel your booking and levy a cancellation charge as though there 
had been a cancellation in accordance with clause 5 of these Terms.

We reserve 
the right to make changes at any time and should the change significantly alter the nature of the tour/holiday you have booked, and the revised arrangements are not acceptable to you, we will refund all monies 
paid, less insurance premium charges.

7. IF WE CANCEL YOUR BOOKING: We reserve the right in any circumstances to cancel your holiday for any reason. For example, sales of a particular holiday may not reach a level that would be economical for 
us to operate a tour. In this event we will return to you all monies you have paid (less insurance premium charges), or offer you an alternative holiday of comparable standard, although if the alternative offered is 
at additional cost, the difference will be payable by you. However we will not cancel your holiday within 56 days of departure unless it is for a reason outside of our control - for example technical or maintenance 
problems with transport, changes imposed by rescheduling or cancellation of flights by an airline or main charterer, the alteration of the airline or aircraft type, war or threat of war, civil strife, industrial disputes, natural 
disaster, bad weather, terrorist activity or cancellation of sporting fixtures or a featured tournament - in which case all monies will be refunded, less insurance premium charges.

The flight timings given in our literature are correct at the time of publication but are subject to alteration by the various foreign and UK airport scheduling 
committees for operational reasons. Planned flight times/ flight numbers and aircraft types will be given in the documentation is for guidance only. Please check your flight tickets as soon as you receive them, they will 
show the final timings for your flights.

14. YOUR FINANCIAL PROTECTION: When you buy an ATOL protected air holiday package  from us you will receive a Confirmation Invoice confirming your arrangements and your protection under our Air Travel 
Organiser’s Licence. In the unlikely event of our insolvency, the CAA will ensure that you are not stranded abroad and will arrange to refund any money you have paid to us for an advance booking. For further
